TIPS FROM CLEEVE NURSERY

Cut the lawn edges regularly and this might be a good time to use an edging iron to
straighten them out. The insertion of a plastic or metal edging strip will support the
edges. If floppy plants make cutting close to the borders difficult, it could be worth
laying a line of decorative paving for them to lie on.

Dead flowers, and a little bit of the stem below, should be trimmed off Lavenders
now. If they have become straggly a harder pruning should be delayed until late

spring.






PLANT OF THE MONTH - JULY 2024
CHIVES

Chives, Allium schoenoprasum, are bulb-forming herbaceous perennials commonly
found in herb gardens. Not only are the long green hollow stems edible and delicious
thinly chopped in salads but their flowers are too with a mild onion-garlic flavour
making a tasty, pretty addition to dishes as well as being a good source of vitamins
and minerals and boasting many health benefits from aiding digestion to reducing
inflammation.

Their pungent scent draws attention from pollinators and us but not everyone is
impressed with the aroma. Most insects are repelled by the smell of chives making
them a good companion plant in a kitchen garden so plant clumps around your more
precious vulnerable fruit and veg like carrots and tomatoes to protect against aphid
invasions; even rabbits are not fans!

Chives like well-drained soil and sunshine and are easy to grow from seed. Why
not drift plant chives through herbaceous borders or plant up some pots; these mini
alliums are long-flowering, low-maintenance and a great asset to the garden. Once
clumps get overcrowded they can be easily dug up, divided and shared with friends.

TIP FROM CLEEVE NURSERY

Turn your compost heap over and water it thoroughly if it appears dry. The
decomposition process can be accelerated by mixing in some compost activator as
you do it. Cover the top with an old carpet to keep in the heat generated by all the
useful micro-organisms that will be breaking your garden prunings down to form good
garden compost to dig in the borders in autumn.

Fill spaces in the veg patch by sowing quick maturing items such as turnips or,
better still, varieties that will provide tasty winter salads like American Land Cress,
corn salad [lamb’s lettuce], rocket, and radicchio. These are not hard to grow and
will provide tasty nutritious homegrown salads in the middle of winter

Dig up your potatoes, dry and store undamaged tubers in a dark frost-free place
for winter. Late maincrop and winter salad potatoes will need a little longer in the
ground and may put on a lot of tuber growth in the next few weeks. First early and
most second earlies will be ready to lift now.

Following Ben Whistance’s resignation we are pleased to welcome back Debs

Potholes and damage to Highways: There is, understandably, ongoing concern
with potholes and the condition of roads in the Parish. Bishops Road, in particular,
needs attention. We are pleased to report that some “patching” work has now been
completed. NSC have advised that more work has been provisionally allocated for
the 2025/26 financial year and we will continue to monitor this.

TIPS FROM CLEEVE NURSERY

Regular hoeing between plants in borders and in the vegetable patch will keep weeds
under control and also reduce drying out of the soil.

Keep the green house well watered, don’t forget to damp down the floor on hot
days.

Move sun loving plants outside on warm days but avoid scorching the leaves with
strong sunshine.

Check your fruit trees for the weight of crop they have. If there is a heavy fruit set
then it is wise to thin the fruit out now. Thin apples and pears to just two fruits per
cluster and, if your plums have a heavy ‘set’, a drastic removal of excess fruits is
needed to prevent small fruit and branch breakage later.

Don’t be in too much of a hurry to tidy up every part of the garden. Wildlife will
thrive in the odd corner that has a heap of logs, a few nettles and a pile of dead
leaves.

Check the water level in ponds and water features regularly. A lot of water can lost
through evaporation.

It is time to sow Winter Flowering Pansies, Primrose and Polyanthus. All are best
sown in seed compost in seed trays. Cover the pansies with 74” of compost but cover
the others with cling film and put them in the refrigerator for 2-3 weeks before bringing
them out into a cool place to germinate. All these plants germinate best if kept cool
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A GLIMPSE OF THE PAST

In March 1888 a fourteen year lease was offered on the first Lord Nelson Inn by John
Hill the owner whose family had been on the site from before 1788.

It listed Bar, Bar Parlour, Smoking and Sitting Rooms, large Club Room, kitchen,
two large cellars, eleven bedrooms and all available offices.

Outside there were a pleasure garden with a summer house, large kitchen garden
with stabling for 14 horses, coach house with loft, covered carriage yard, coalhouse,
piggeries and pens.

Besides boasting a good spring water supply it was considered “ a great resort for
tourists and pleasure parties in in the summer months on account of the scenery and
magnificent views!”

Until the coming of the railway to Yatton in 1840s or so it had been the post house
that is where post was delivered by the post coaches for the district hence the
unexpected extent of the premises

The photo shows it in 1909 with well established trees across the road where Pound
Green is now with somewhat younger trees.

The other photo is from the early thirties showing the open field opposite, the
beginning of works for the new Lord Nelson and gives an idea of the scenery
described above.
